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TO EFFECTIVE GLASSWASHING

DO’S AND DON'TS

STEP 1: GLASS PREPARATION

DO ...........Ensure glasses contain NO SOLID MATERIAL such as cockiail sticks, fruit peel and pips etc.

DO ivsiicics Ensure that glasses used for speciality coffees or other drinks confaining cream, efc. are pre-rinsed
prior to machine washing.

DO ...........Ensure that all drinks residues are completely disposed of in a waste disposal point prior to washing

STEP 2: GLASS RACKING & STACKING

DO.......... «Ensure that baskets are filled to maximise capecity.
N.B. Carousel (round) baskets must be full to ensure proper machine operation and minimise risk of

DO ........... Always stand glasses on drip mats.

STEP 3: MACHINE PREPARATION

DO ........... Prior fo commencement of session, ensure inferior of machine is thoroughly clean and contains no
debris of any kind.
N.B. Wash filter must be absolutely free to enable machine to work efficiently.

DO ...........Check top and bottom jets for obvious signs of blockages (cocktail sticks, fruil peels, broken gloss,

efc.) - DAILY
b | & JR— Remove and thoroughly clean all fillers EVERY DAY including wash arms and rinse jefs etc. EVERY 7 DAYS
DO ...........Inserl drain plug, switch on and fill machine with fresh water.
DO ciiiinia Ensure detergent container is sufficiently full for anticipated use during session.
